European Stroke Organisation Conference (ESOC)
ESO organises annually the European Stroke Organisation Conference. Alongside the latest clinical 
trial results and discussion of their implications, the programme includes a comprehensive series 
of keynote lectures, symposia, teaching courses and workshops, covering the entire field of stroke 
management, prevention and recovery. 

European Stroke Journal (ESJ)
The European Stroke Journal (ESJ) is a peer-reviewed Journal that is fully owned by ESO. Issues 
are published 4 times a year (March, June, September and December) with 96 pages in each issue. 
Subscription to the European Stroke Journal is included in the ESO membership fee.  It covers 
clinical stroke research from all fields, including clinical trials, epidemiology, primary and secondary 
prevention, diagnosis, acute and post-acute management, guidelines, translation of experimental 
findings into clinical practice, rehabilitation, organisation of stroke care, and societal impact. It 
is open to authors from all relevant medical and health professions. Article types include review 
articles, original research, protocols, guidelines, editorials and letters to the Editor.

ESO – Karolinska Stroke Update Conference
The ESO-Karolinska Stroke Update Conference is organised in Stockholm, Sweden every second 
year. This conference offers a place for stroke professionals to discuss implementation of new 
research into guidelines and clinical routine. The 2016 Stroke Update Conference  will take place 
13-15 November. www.eso-karolinska.org 

European Stroke Science Workshop
Biennially, ESO runs the European Stroke Science Workshop on cutting edge clinical and research 
aspects of stroke, inviting a limited number of renowned stroke specialists and some younger 
colleagues. In 2015, more than 125 stroke experts met in Garmisch-Partenkirchen (Eibsee), 
Germany. The next workshop will take place in 2017.

Summer School
The ESO Summer School is organised for ESO each year by a team of stroke physicians in a 
European city. During one week, stroke specialists from Europe provide their expert knowledge to 
young physicians with a major interest in cerebrovascular diseases. The 2016 ESO Summer School 
will take place in Madrid, Spain.
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Winter School
ESO organises together with ESMINT and ESNR a Winter School for young stroke physicians and 
neuroradiologists on the topic of acute interdisciplinary stroke treatment. The goal of this course is 
to enhance interdisciplinary management of patients with acute ischaemic stroke in Europe. A series 
of concentrated high-quality teaching sessions and courses are offered, including plenary sessions, 
discussions and technical training. The 2016 Winter School took place in Bern, Switzerland.

Master Programme
The Danube University, Krems, Austria, offers a postgraduate Master Programme in Stroke 
Medicine which is part of the educational programme of ESO. The programme is tailored 
toward neurologists and stroke physicians planning to gain the practical knowledge and scientific 
background to participate in clinical research and networking. The programme enjoys the support 
of the World Stroke Organsiation. Attendance is part-time (2 weeks per semester) plus 4 weeks 
practica and a Master's thesis. ESO scholarships are available.

Guidelines in Stroke Management
The ESO guidelines aim to present all the relevant evidence on a particular clinical issue in order to 
help physicians in everyday clinical medical decision-making. ESO prepares and promotes a range 
of guidelines on aspects of stroke management according to rigorous principles, and contributes 
to stroke aspects of sister organisations’ guidelines. Published guidelines can be found on the ESO 
website. This spring the ESO launched an app for mobile devices making the ESO guidelines 
available to all users worldwide.

ESO – EAST “Enhancing and Accelerating Stroke Treatment”
The aim of the ESO-EAST project, supported by independent and unrestricted educational grants 
from EVER PHARMA and Boehringer Ingelheim, is to establish a 5-year collaboration with 
selected physicians from eastern countries to implement stroke care in Eastern Europe. Starting in 
2016, an education programme for nurses specialised in stroke care will be added to the ESO-EAST 
project.

ESO Trials Network Committee
The aim of the Trials Network Committee is to facilitate academic clinical stroke research in 
Europe. Various resources such as database of ongoing stroke research, list of other databases of 
ongoing research, information about regulatory systems, information about insurance arrangements 
and list of courses and other resources are made available.
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ESO Young Stroke Physicians Committee
The ESO Young Stroke Physicians (YSP) Committee represents junior stroke physicians in Europe 
particularly for clinical, research, and career purposes, and for promoting their role within the 
European Stroke Organisation (ESO) and in the field of stroke. It also provides a platform for 
connection and interaction of all young ESO members and young stroke physicians across Europe

ESO Research Fellowship Stipend
ESO offers a Research Fellowship Stipend to young scientists and physicians from lower-middle 
income European countries to facilitate their conduct of and training in basic, clinical or applied 
research related to stroke in European laboratories or clinics. The goal is to support successful 
candidates’ future career development and, in general, to increase research activity and to help grow 
a pool of well-trained research scientists focused on problems in stroke in lower-middle income 
European countries. 

ESO Department-to-Department Visit Programme
The programme is offered to young physicians and scientists (<35) to support a short visit of 1 week 
to a European department or laboratory, or as contribution a to longer visit. ESO supports several 
young physicians/scientists annually to facilitate insight into international stroke departments and 
establish contacts with centres with potential for future research and job opportunities.
